1. The contest is open to IHSPA mem-
ber schools only.

2. Send one copy of your yearbook.
The entry must be a current volume,
representing the previous academic
year, ending in the spring of the contest
year. Spring and fall deliveries are
included.

3. Books must be submitted by the
yearbook adviser and accompanied by
the contest entry form, properly filled
out, and the fee, or purchase order.
Entry fee is $1 per category. This fee
helps cover postage, the judges’ fees
and awards. Minimum payment is $5,
and maximum is $21. See entry form
to the left.

4. The name of one student is to be
included with each entry. If more than
one student is responsible, select the
name of the student with the greatest
contribution or write "staff."

5. The page number for each entry is
to be indicated on the form. A one- or
two-word identifying phrase for photos
is helpful.

6. Send all entries using a tracking
service. Include your email address in
the blank at the top of the form if you
would like notification when the book
arrives in the IHSPA office. All entries
should be postmarked on or before
Sept. 17.

7. Winners will be announced at both
Fall Conferences.

8. Unless $10 for return postage and
a written request are included with the
contest registration, all entries become
the property of IHSPA. These books will
be kept as educational resources.

9. A sweepstakes honor will be
awardedto the schoolin each category
accumulating the most points. Certifi-
cates will be presented to individual
winners in each category.
