Advanced Placement Program Credit Policies

The Advanced Placement Program (AP) was created by the College Board to allow students to get college credit for completing
college-level course work while they are in high school. Students are tested on the speciyc material covered in AP courses. (Note:
Only advanced placement courses administered by the College Board program apply.)

Test results are reported on a yve-point scale, with yve being the highest. lowa offers credit for more than 30 different AP exams. You
can earn 3 to 8 semester hours of credit per test, depending on the subject and your score.
