CHAPTER HOUSE RENOVATION CONTINUES
When the Iowa Delta Chi Capital Campaign was launched in 2007, the goal was to make the Chapter House a safer, more comfortable, “academic friendly home for undergraduate members of the Fraternity.  A significant step was taken towards achieving that goal when fire suppression and new alarm systems were installed in the building last summer.  The alarm system includes more effective warning and monitoring devices and the sprinkler system provides protection in all member rooms, common areas such as the lounges and dining room and attic. These measures will enhance member safety and result in lower property insurance premiums for the Chapter.  Additionally, air conditioning was installed on the second and third floors of the building. Delta Chi now has one of the most attractive and safest fraternity houses on the Iowa campus. Although these and other improvements are noteworthy, additional projects need attention. The 82 year old Chapter House requires new gutters and down spouts and masonry work where the Iowa City weather and the years have taken their toll. An upgraded laundry facility, improved member rooms and landscaping are also planned for the next 1-3 years.
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)Almost 150 alumni, members and friends of the Chapter have pledged over $450,000 to support the renovation but more funds are needed to complete the projects noted above. JIM RYAN (CLASS OF “71) INDUCTED INTO ROCK AND ROLL HALL OF FAME
What do Iowa Delta Chi alum Jim Ryan, Buddy Holly and the Everly Brothers have in common? All have been inducted into the Iowa Rock and Roll Hall of Fame.  Jim, who was a co-founder of a Grinnell based band called the Mojos, was inducted during a ceremony in early September.

Ryan who was the lead singer with the group has great memories of the band that won several contests.  “Signing autographs for 90 minutes after our performance at the battle of the bands at the Iowa State Fair was pretty cool” recalls Ryan.  “As a result of winning that contests, we were recorded by a local TV station in Des Moines and it was aired the following Saturday in 1966.” Jim and his group were headliners at teen dances throughout Iowa and the Midwest.  The Mojos were signed to a recording contract with Capital Records and recorded in a studio located in Rochester, Minnesota.  
The induction ceremony at Arnold’s Park in northwest Iowa was a special weekend for Jim, his wife Pam and their family.  As Ryan noted, “I was very surprised by how many people remembered us. It is deeply satisfying to know that something I was part of that long ago is memorialized in a permanent way in my home state.  My entire family including my 4 grandkids got to be there for all of the induction activities.”’ 
Jim also has great memories of his days as a Delta Chi at Iowa.  “I was very impressed with the quality of the brothers in Delta Chi and was proud to be a member of the Fraternity.  My Delta Chi brothers are still some of my best friends after nearly 40 years.  My Delta Chi experience helped me grow as a person and it gave me the confidence to strive for significant life goals.”
