READING LIST (GERMANIC LINGUISTICS)

The following reading list represents the minimum readings required of candidates for the
M.A. and Ph.D. degrees in German with a concentration in Germanic Linguistics. Each
candidate should prepare these readings before presenting herself or himself for the M.A.
examination or the Ph.D. qualifying and comprehensive examinations.

Candidates for the M.A. degree are responsible for those items contained in List 1 for each
of the six major divisions of linguistics represented in the reading list.

Candidates for the Ph.D. degree are responsible for all M.A. readings in List 1 as well as
all items in List 2 for each of the six major divisions represented in the reading list. In addition
to the basic readings in List 2, there is a list of reference materials for each division. These lists
contain important reference works including dictionaries, grammars, and handbooks. Ph.D.
candidates should have a basic familiarity with these resource materials; in other words,
candidates should be aware of the contents, scope, and format of the resources. In the
examination context, candidates may be given a question and asked to provide names of
resources they might consult to find an answer.

In addition to the basic Ph.D. readings, each candidate must select two areas of reading
concentration within two of the six major divisions. In consultation with the examination
committee, candidates will compile a list of 10-20 books and articles for each area of reading
concentration. The first area of concentration will be tested as part of the Ph.D. qualifying
examination; the second area of concentration will form the basis for the review essay portion of
the Ph.D. comprehensive examination. The chair of the examination committee must approve the
list of items selected for the reading concentrations. List 3 in each sub-field contains a range of
materials that may be of use as candidates assemble materials for their reading concentrations.

As Linguistics is a continually evolving discipline, many important texts will be updated
periodically to reflect advances in the field. Candidates should substitute newer editions of
books on this list should they become available.
