History of Medicine in Western Society
016:136:001 Prof. Susan Lawrence

This class explores the changing intellectual,
economic, institutional, and cultural relationships
that have characterized medicine in the Western
world from antiquity to the present. Among the
major themes discussed are how various groups
decided what illness was; the education and
special role of the healer (priest, leech, boneset-
ter, wisewoman, surgeon, physician, doctor); the
effect of disease on populations during certain
historical periods (the plague, syphilis, cholera);
the evolution of institutions designed to care for
the sick or to research their conditions
(hospitals, asylums, laboratories); the develop-
ment of medical knowledge, as people
(Hippocrates, Harvey, Laennac, Pasteur, Ehr-
lich) sought to formulate theories about physiol-
ogy and disease, [cont. p. 2, col. 1, classes]

is a co-founder of the Women's Caucus for Gen-
der Justice, which negotiated the gender provi-
sions of the Rome Statute of the International
Criminal Court, and a member of the Advisory
Council for its successor, the Women's Initiatives
for Gender Justice in The Hague. She has played
a significant role in bringing gender into the juris-
prudence of the International Criminal Tribunals
and other institutions of international human
rights. She also is a former staff attorney and
longtime member of the Board of the Center for
Constitutional Rights, has argued several
women's rights cases before the U.S. Supreme
Court, and has written widely on women's rights
and human rights under U.S. and international
law.
