
Qualifications
In order to be eligible for IHSPA Summer Journalism Scholarships, individuals must meet the following requirements:

•Applicants must have a bachelor’s degree and certification to teach in Iowa secondary schools (any subject).
•Applicants must have taught journalism or been an adviser to a student newspaper, yearbook or other form of 
school media for at least one semester.

•Applicants must fulfill at least one of the following:
 1) be assigned to teach a journalism or mass media class for at least one semester during the next school year 

2) be assigned to advise a school newspaper, school page in the local paper, yearbook, school magazine or 
other media in an Iowa high school

•Preference will be given to teachers and advisers who are not currently certified in journalism (18 semester 
hours).  However, others are encouraged to apply as well.

If the scholarship is granted, it must be used for regular summer school or for workshop(s) from Iowa institutions of 
higher education that grant journalism credit acceptable to the Department of Public Instruction and/or for tuition, 
room, board, books and materials directly associated with the journalism credits, either undergraduate or graduate, 
earned in a regular summer session or a workshop at a college or university in Iowa.

Receipts of all tuition, room, board, books and related materials must be sent to IHSPA headquarters following the comple-
tion of the session or workshop.  If the scholarship is more than the fees, the surplus scholarship money must be returned.
