

















































































































Papers and Reports. Projects sponsored by various state and federal
agencies are placed in Contract Completion Reports, while miscellaneous
research projects, burial investigations, and other in-house studies are
published in the Research Papers series. Numbers in the Reports series
are published in a book format which carries doctoral dissertations on
Iowa archaeology, symposium papers, and other major contributions to the
archaeology of the region.

5. The 0SA has the responsibility of performing archaeological contract
services on federally funded projects (305A.6). These projects are per-
formed by the Contract Services Division. A large number of construction
and development projects are conducted as cooperative state-federal ac-
tions. Examples include the state and federal Departments of Transpor-
tation and the National Park Service in cooperation with the Iowa Conser-
vation Commission. In such cases 0SA establishes programs, as in the
case of the Iowa Department of Transportation, or offers services on a
project basis as in the case of small to intermediate sized actions of
other agencies. In some instances, such as with the U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers, OSA contracts directly with the federal agency.

6. 0SA has the responsibility of investigating, preserving, and reinterring
ancient human physical remains (305A.7). This charge is generally met
through the Research Division by staff response to problems that arise.
An archaeologist is assigned to investigate each report received. Pres-
ervation of sites is always the first consideration. When this is not
possible, the remains are studied by the staff physical anthropologist
and prepared for the reburial in one of the state cemeteries. In cases
where significant sites are threatened, the state archaeologist has the
authority (305A.9) to deny permission to disinter. On occasion, recovery
of remains is accomplished through the Contract Services Division in cases
where human physical remains are encountered in 2 development project
being investigated under contract. ’

PROGRAMS BEING DEVELOPED IN SUPPORT OF OSA MISSION
GENERAL SERVICES DIVISION PROGRAMS

1. ADMINISTRATION: Much of the work of the Director, Associate Director,
and Secretary is devoted to routine office matters such as the admin-
istration of grants and contracts, coordination with state and federal
agencies, Indian affairs, long-range planning, preparation of admin-
istrative rules, handling of personnel matters, and inter-departmental
interaction. Ongoing efforts are being made to improve the administra-
tion program through the application of time management and MBO principles.
Through better organization and standardization of procedures, the 0SA
hopes to increase the volume of work to an optimum level.
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ARTIFACTS: All specimens are maintained in the state archaeological
repository. Curation of existing collections and the addition of new
accessions constitutes one of the major responsibilities of the division.

SITES: The state sites record and inventory system maintains computer-
ized locational and descriptive information on each reported site. The
sites program coordinates records for all institutions in the state in-
volved in archaeclogy.

DOCUMENT COLLECTION: This program involves the collection and curation

of all documents, supporting notes, and written information pertaining

to the artifact collections in the repository as well as research mater-
ials on Iowa prehistory which are utilized on a regular basis by the staff.
Maintenance of the collection and the regulation of its use by staff and
the general public requires a significant amount of staff effort.

FIELD SERVICES DIVISION PROGRAMS

1.

ELEMENTARY EDUCATION: This program involves the dissemination of materials
prepared by 0SA through NEH grants (filmstrips, films, and related learning
materials).

PUBLIC EDUCATION: This program involves public lectures, media coverage,
0SA films and filmstrips, the certification program, correspondence courses,
and support programs for lay archaeological societies.

ANTHROPOLOGY DEPARTMENT: By statute the State Archaeologist is a member

of the Department of Anthropology (305A.1). From time to time other 0SA
staff members have affiliated through adjunct appointments. 0SA cooperates
with the Department in the following ways: 1) by working with students in-
terested in Iowa archaeclogy, (independent study, honors theses, M.A. theses,
dissertations); 2) by providing field and report writing experience for
students; 3) by aiding in the development of a chapter of the Iowa Archaeo-
logical Society; 4) by providing employment for students; 5) by partici-
pating in summer field institutes; 6) by routine interaction (i.e., course
development, faculty meetings, sharing of equipment, and counseling of
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students; 7) and by teaching formal courses.

RESEARCH DIVISION PROGRAMS

IN-HOUSE: Various staff members engage in research in connection with
office business as in the case of burial investigations or field checking
of finds reported by the public. Other staff members pursue research for
purposes of professional development above and beyond contracts or grants.
Such activities are encouraged.

GRANTS: -Research funded by agencies such as the Natignal Science Founda-
tion is generally a cooperative effort with other administrative units
involving the excavation of important sites (the Cherokee Sewer site pro-
ject is an example). Grants are also sought for other types of research,
such as the curation of the Charles R. Keyes artifact collection.

BURIALS: The Physical Anthropologist cooperates with the Associate Di-
rector, Research Assistant, and individuals from other institutions to
expedite studies relating to the discovery of ancient human physical re-
mains as required by statute. Reports filed with the Department of
Health integrate cultural and physical information recovered and serve
to establish the significance of sites under investigation.

CONTRACT SERVICES DIVISION PROGRAMS

DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION: OSA administers an integrated program of
service through its annual DOT contract. The addition of staff to cover
secondary roads and urban systems two years ago made the program a model
for other agencies to follow.

GENERAL: 0OSA conducts general contract services on a per-job basis for
agencies such as the Corps of Engineers, State Conservation Commission,
Consulting Firms, and the Environmental Protection Agency.

COORDINATION OF FEDERAL PROJECTS

The State Historic Preservation Officer in Iowa is the Executive Director
of the State Historical Department headquartered in Des Moines. The SHPO
has one staff archaeologist who is assigned to the coordination of archaeo-
logical matters in the state. The agency is not involved in the conduct of
contract services on federal projects.

The Idaho State Archaeologist's office is part of the Idaho State Historic
Preservation Office, which is operated by the State Historical Society. The
Historical Society is composed of the State Historical Museum, the 0ld Peni-
tentiary Museum, the State Archive, the Historical Library, the Geneological
Library, the Oral History Office, the Folklife Center, and the State Historic
Preservation Office. It is an independent agency under the direction of the
State Board of Education.

The State Archaeclogist's office was established in 1975 by the State Historic
Council of Professional Archaeologists. The Council was established to advise
the Trustees of the State Historical Society about archaeology after this group
was designated to issue permits for archaeological excavations on state land in
the State Antiquities Act in 1963. The State Historical Society had no other
interest in archaeology and felt archaeology could be best conducted by state
universities. However, the State Historic Preservation Office was required by
the National Park Service staff to have an archaeologist, and in 1974 the council
and the SHPO provided for a preservation archaeologist. In 1975 it was clear to
the council and the SHPO that a larger office was necessary, and the State
Archaeologist position was established.

The State Archaeologist's office has two full-time employees, the State
Archaeologist and an archaeological curator, a part-time secretary, who is
shared with Oral History and the Folklife Center, and various part-time people
employed as needed on projects.

As a member of the State Historic Preservation Office, the State Archaeologist
has a number of responsibilities. One is coardinating the review and compliance
duties of the office. All federal agency project notifications, requests for
comments, EIS's, etc., are routed to the State Archaeologist, who reviews them
or requests the comments of other members of the SHPO staff if historic or
architectural properties are involved. Another responsibility is to administer
archaeological site survey projects funded by the SHPO. A wide variety of
projects are funded, including obsidian identification and hydration studies,
RP3 overviews, and survey and testing projects. These investigations are based
on sound research problems and design. The office firmly believes good cul-
tural resource management requires up-to-date research in order to make decisions
concerning the significance of sites or appropriate mitigation.

The State Archaeologist's office maintains the Southwest Regional Archaeclogical
Center. This is one of three regional archaeological centers in Idaho. The

other two centers are the North Idaho Regional Archaeological Center, adminis-
tered by the Laboratory of Anthropology , University of Idaho, and the Southeast

Regional Archaeological Center. administered by the Museum of Natural History,
Idaho State University. These centers provide permanent storage and preserva-
tion of all archaeological collections, as well as the records for the sites
within their defined regions. Each center is also responsible for the
maintenance of site forms and for the assignment of Smithsonian
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numbers to archaesclogical sites in their regions. The regions were

defined by the Idaho Advisory Council of Professional Archaeologists. A
complete site inventory is maintained by the State Archaeologist's office for
convenience.

Finally, the Idaho State Archaeologist's office attempts to do independent
research. For the past five years the office has been conducting research in
southwest Idaho in conjunction with the Idaho Archaeological Society, an amateur
organization. Professional reports are now being prepared on this work.

The Division of Archaeology, Maryland Geslogical Survey, has recently issued
an overview planning document entitled, "An Archaeological Survey of the
Western Maryland Coal Region: The Prehistoric Resources," by Robert Wall.

Indian Youth and Archaeology: During the summer of 1982, Louisiana held its

first Indian Youth and Archaeology workshop. The state Division of Archaeology
and the Intertribal Council of Louisiana designed the two-day program to introduce
young people to archaeology and to Louisiana prehistory. The University of

New Orleans, New Orleans East (a private corporation), and archaeclogists

J. Richard Shenkel and Malcolm Webb provided many of the facilities and services
for the workshops.

The archaeology workshops were part of a summer-long series of activities for
Indian youth organized by the Intertribal Council of Louisiana. These activities
are open to young people 14 to 18 years of age and from any of Louisiana Indian
tribes. A total of 40 youths participated, including members of the Chitamacha,
Koasati, Chickasaw-Choctaw of Baton Rouge, Jena Band of the Choctaw, the Houma

of Dulac, and the Houma of Golden Meadow tribes. They attended lectures led by
UNG's professors Shenkel and Webb.
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The highlight of the workshops was excavation at the Big Oak Island site.

This shell midden dates to 500 B.C. The excavation of the Big Oak Island

site this summer was part of the archaeological field school of the University
of New Orleans, Department of Anthropology and Geography. While in the field,
the youths were supervised by the UNO students. The program was well received,
and already requests are being made to hold a similar activity next summer.

The Advisory Council on Historic Preservation's revised regulations for pro-
tection of archaeological and historic properties (36CFR800) should be avail-
able for public comment in the near future. The regulations were reviewed by
the Vice President's Committee on Regulatory Reform within the Office of
Management and Budget. Recently, the Department of Interior has objected to
their release. When they are available for public comment, all of us who are
sympathetic with them should send a letter of support, as they are still being
attacked by federal agencies.

The CCONAS Task Force on the Future of Archaeoclogy will meet at the AAA meetings -
in Washington, D.C. on December 8, 1982. Duane Anderson (Iowa) will represent
NASA. A report will be prepared for a future NASA Newsletter.

North Carolina passed two laws in 1981 of interest to NASA. 0One is the
"Archaeological Resources Protection Act." It protects archaeoclogical sites
on state land and is modeled after federal statues. The second is a burial
law. It allows archaeologists to excavate human remains and allows Native
Americans to determine the ultimate disposition of the remains. Copies can
