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The Office of State Archaeology also serves as a repository for compliance
reports as well as all other materials, published or not, on the state's
prehistory. A bibliography of these holdings is available free-of-charge
to those who have need of it. It also exists as an SPSS file which can be
accessed for planning purposes. The Office library contains a large per-
centage of the material which has been written or published on Kentucky
over the past 20-30 years.

The Office routinely reviews all A-95 applications and other permit appli-
cations submitted by various federal agencies (COE, SCS, FS, etc.). These
requests for review and comment come from the State Clearinghouse, the De-
partment of Natural Resources, as well as the lead federal agency involved.

I formally and informally consult with federal agencies at different levels

of planning including potential site impacts, site significance, and mitigative
strategies. The Office also frequently consults with the State Historic
Preservation Officer although both review and comment independently. However,
the Office is not formally involved in the Section 106 process.

Because of a limited budget and a small staff (the only other staff is a half-
time graduate assistant and a part-time secretary), many functions of an
Office of State Archaeology cannot be undertaken. Although the Office par-
ticipates in the Survey and Planning process and receives some funding support,
fieldwork efforts are limited. And, although I am involved in the development
of the RP3 for Kentucky, it is not a major part of my work assignment. Due

to the limited budget and personnel of the Office, even emergency excavations
must be limited in scope. 1In developing my role as State Archaeologist, I
discovered that I could not be everywhere, everytime with things as they are
established. 1Instead, the Office has attempted to undertake fewer activities
but do them well. I perceive of the Office as heing a low-cost but efficient
operation.

FLORIDA by James ). Miller

In Florida, the State Archaeologist position is created by Chapter 267, Florida
Statutes, and under the current organization, is filled by the Chief of the
Bureau of Archaeological Research. This Bureau and four others make up the
Division of Archives, History and Records Management within the Florida Depart-
ment of State. Included in the Division are the State Historic Preservation
Officer in the Office of Historic Preservation, the Florida Archives, the
Museum of Florida History, and the Bureau of Florida Folklife.

The Bureau of Archaeological Research currently has approximately 10 full-time
professional staff members with which to manage all archaeological research on
state-owned land, both terrestrial and underwater. We carry on a program of
in-house and contract surveys and excavations which focus on state park develop-
ment and interpretation as well as highway impact mitigation.
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preservation. In addition, the Division is mandated to undertake
fundamental research; plan research projects; conduct assessments after
excavations; and report on their findings in scientific and popular
formats. We are also responsible for display and custodianship of such
remains that are recovered; providing educational activities and infor-
mation; and encouraging archaeological societies, parks, and museums.

2. Regulatory Functions: The Division is responsible for monitoring
activities taking place on state-owned or controlled lands. Permits

for archaeological work on state lands are issued by the State Archaeo-
logist. Also, any state lands which are to be sold, transferred, or
leased must be reserved from sale until the Division has conducted work
to their satisfaction. The Division maintains a register of archaeological
sites which includes those on private and state property. As part of our
working relationship with the State Historic Preservation Office, the
Division reviews all federal undertakings jointly with the THC (Tennessee
Historical Commission) staff. 1In addition, we regularly participate in
negotiations with federal agencies and the Advisory Council to avoid,
minimize, or mitigate adverse impacts to sites in accordance with federal
regulations (e.g. 36CFR800).

3. Service Functions: The Division routinely works with other state
agencies to inventory state lands for archaeological sites, assess sites
for their National Register eligibility, and develop research programs

in support of park interpretation. As part of our outreach program, we
provide lectures and programs to public schools, churches, and other
groups; assist the Tennessee Archaeological Scoiety in their meeting pro-
grams; and publish non-technical articles and reports on Division sponsored
research activities. Another facet of our service program is conducting
salvage and/or emergency excavations at sites threatened by state or public
projects. These may range from state funded construction to the farmer who
exposes a burial.

4, Planning Functions: In conjunction with review and compliance the
Division works in the pre-planning stages of many projects to avoid dis-
turbance of known archaeological sites. We also attempt to provide in-
formation for interpretive facilities and programs. The Division is
currently involved in the development of the state plan and the Resource
Protection Planning Process.

SAA REGIONAL MEETINGS

During October, a number of SAA sponsored regional meetings were held.
The purpose of these meetings was to evaluate the current ''state of the
art'" in archaeology at the regional level and to propose recommendations
for bringing about greater standardization in guidelines, standards, etc.
