(B) the museum which is a party to the dispute is
primarily responsible for the failure of such settlement
to be carried out,
such museum shall, during the 2-year period beginning on
the date on which notice of such determination is published in
the Federal Register, cease to be eligible to receive any Fed-
eral funds and to receive benefits under any Federal program
or any program funded (in whole or in part) with Federal
funds.

(2) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, if, as a
result of the monitoring conducted under subsection (c}(3)(C),
the Native American Museum Advisory Board determines

(B) the Indian tribe or Native Hawaiian organiza-
tion which is a party to the dispute is primarily respon-
sible for the failure of such agreement to be carried

during the 2-year period beginning on the date on which
notice of such determination is published in the Federal Reg-
ister, cease to he eligible for any Federal funds or benefits

provided for historic preservation.

publish in the Federal Register notice of any determination

There are also a number of issues and concerns within NASA which are more
regional than national in scope. Dr. Larson has suggested that these problems
could be resolved by mini-NASA meetings being held at regional conferences.
Since many NASA members regularly attend regional meetings, this should not



prove an additional scheduling problem for the membership. Dr. Larson has
requested that NASA issue a policy statement on such regional meetings. He is
also planning (at this time informally) a meeting of the southeastern State
Archaeologists for the Southeastern Archaeological Conference in Nashville
(November 5-8).
