





























BYLAWS AMENDMENT PASSED

At the Annual Meeting, changing the membership provisions of the NASA Bylaws
was discussed. With adoption of the proposed amendment, State Archaeologists
that do not hold membership would be contacted to determine if they wished to
participate. Upon receipt of written notice that the statutory State
Archaeologist does not wish to hold membership in NASA, we could then contact
the SHPO and request an appointment of someone else from the state or
possession. The membership provisions were also changed to include
possessions as well as states in the membership language.

The membership voted on the proposed amendment through a mail ballot
distributed by Franco Ruffini. The vote was 25 For, 3 Against, and 1
Abstention. The amendment as passed is presented below:

Article III
Membership

Membership in the National Association of State Archaeologists shall be
limited to the official State Archaeologist of each state AND POSSESSION OF
the United States. 1In states AND POSSESSIONS where there is no statutory
State Archaeologist OR WHERE THE STATUTORY STATE ARCHAEOLOGIST HAS INFORMED
NASA IN WRITING THAT HE/SHE DOES NOT WISH TO PARTICIPATE IN NASA, an
archaeolgoist employed by the state may be designated by the SHPO or, in the
absence of such an apppointment, by a Council of Archaeologists to particirate
in NASA. Membership is limited to one representative per state and
POSSESSION. Annual dues shall be $25.00, payable in advance on or before
January 1 of each year.

OKLAHOMA BURIAL LAW

In July 1987, the State of Oklahama passed a burial disturbance bill. The
legislation contains four major provisions:

1. To prohibit the disturbance of cemeteries and burials by pothunters.

2. To prohibit the buying and selling of burial furniture obtained from
cemeteries and burials by pothunters.

3. To reduce opportunities for pothunters and middlemen to “dump"
burial remains and burial furniture on unsuspecting museums.

4. To establish a set procedures and policy guidelines for responsible
treatment of burials. This includes consultation with Native
American groups and may involve reburial.

The legislation was not passed without opposition. 1In fact, the bill was
initially vetoed by the Governor. However, because of support expressed by



other state agencies, tribal groups, and members of the Oklahoma
Anthropological Society, the bill was passed when attached to a rider to an
appropriation bill during the last days of the legislative session. The
provisions of the law are as follows:

BURIAL DISTURBANCE LEGISLATION
HOUSE BILL 1110
Signed by Governor July 12, 1987

SECTION 12. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified in the
Oklahoma Statutes as Section 1168 of Title 21, unless there is created a
duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

As used in this section and Sections 13 through 18 of this act:

1. "Human Skeletal remains" means the bony portion of a human body which
remains after the flesh has decamposed;

2. "Burial grounds"” means any place where human skeletal remains are buried;

3. "Burial furniture" means any items intentionally placed with human remains
at the time of burial and shall include but not be limited to burial markers,
items of personal adormment, casket and hardware, stone, bone, shell, and
metal ornaments and elaborately decorated pottery vessels;

4, "State Historic Preservation Officer" means the individual of this title
appointed by the Governor and employed by the Oklahama Historical Society; and

5. "State Archaeologist" means the individual of the title employed by the
Oklahama Archeological Survey.

SECTION 13. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified in the
Oklahama Statutes as Section 1168.1 of Title 21, unless there is created a
duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

Anyone who knowingly buys, sells or barters for profit human skeletal
remains or associated burial furniture, previously buried within the State of
Oklahama, shall be guilty of a felony.

SECTION 14. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahama
Statutes as Section 1168.2 of Title 21, unless there is created a duplication
in numbering, reads as follows:

Accredited educational institutions, or officially designated
institutions or museums as provided by Section 361 of Title 53 of the Oklahoma
Statutes, caming into possession or knowledge of human skeletal remains or
associated burial furniture fram Oklahama shall consult if possible with
tribal leaders, designated by the Oklahoma Indian Affairs Commission,
regarding the final disposition of said remains prior to any activities
related to scientific or educational purposes. Where direct historical ties
to existing tribal groups cannot be established, consultation regarding final



disposition shall take place with the State Historic Preservation Officer,
State Archaeologist, and the Director of the Oklahoma Museum of Natural
History.

SECTION 15. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahoma
Statutes as Section 1168.3 of Title 21, unless there is created a duplication
in numbering, reads as follows:

Anyone who knowingly displays an open burial ground , burial furniture or
human skeletal remains previously buried in Oklahama for profit or to aid a
cammercial enterprise shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and each day of the
display shall be a separate offense.

SECTION 16. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahama
Statutes as Section 1168.4 if Title 21, unless there is created a duplication
in numbering, reads as follows:

A. All persons who encounter or discover human skeletal remains or what
they believe may be human skeletal remains or burial furniture thought to be
associated with human burials in or on the ground shall immediately cease any
activity which may cause further disturbance and shall report the presence and
location of such human skeletal remains to an appropriate law enforcement
officer.

B. Any person who willfully fails to report the presence or discovery of
human skeletal remains or what they believe may be human skeletal remains
within forty-eight (48) hours to an approriate law enforcement officer in the
county in which the remains are found shall be guilty of a misdemeancr,

C. Any person who knowingly disturbs human skeletal remains or burial
furniture other than a law enforcement officer, rgistered mortician, a
representative of the Office of the Chief Medical Examiner, a professional
archaeologist or physical anthropologist, or other officials designated by law
in performance of official duties, shall be guilty of a felony.

D. Anyone not covered under subsection C of this section who disturbs or
permits disturbance of a burial ground with the intent to obtain human
skeletal remains or burial furniture shall be guilty of a felony.

E. The law enforcement officer, if there is a reason to believe that the
skeletal remains may be human, shall pramptly notify the landowner and the
Chief Medical Examiner. If remains reported under this act are not associated
with or suspected of association with any crime, the State Archaeologist and
the State Historic Preservation Officer shall be notified within fifteen (15)
days. If review by the State Archaeologist and the State Historic
Preservation Officer of the human skeletal remains and any burial furniture
demonstrates or suggests a direct historical relationship to a tribal group,
then the State Archaeologist shall:

1. Notify the State Historic Preservation Officer; and
2. Consult with the tribal leader, designated by the Oklahoma Indian

Affairs Commission, within fifteen (15) days regarding any proposed treatment
or scientific studies and final disposition of the materials.



SECTION 17. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified in the Oklahama
Statutes as Section 1168.5 of Title 21, unless there is created a duplication
in numbering, reads as follows:

If the human skeletal remains and any burial furniture are not directly
related to a tribal group or if the remains are not claimed by the consulted
entity, the State Archaeologist and the State Historic Preservation Officer
with the Director the Oklahoma Museum of Natural History may designate a
repository for curation of such skeletal remains and burial furniture for
scientific purposes.

SECTION 18. NEW LAW A new section of law to be codified in the
Oklahoma Statutes as Section 1168.6 of Title 21, unless theere is created a
duplication in numbering, reads as follows:

A. Any person convicted of a misdemeanor pursuant to the provisions of
this act shall be punishable by a fine not exceeding Five Hundred Dollars
($500.00), by imprisonment in the county jail not exceeding six (6) months, or
by both such fine and imprisonment.

B. Any person convicted of a felony pursuant to the provisions of this
act shall be punishable by a fine not exceeding One Thousand Dollars
($1,000.00), by imprisomment in the State Penitentiary not exceeding two (2)
years, or by both such fine and imprisorment.

Most of us in Oklahama view the law as a reasonable and enforceable piece of
legislation. A number of federal agencies have adopted it as their guidelines
while surrounding states are working on similar bills.

LOOTING CLEARINGHOUSE ESTABLISHED

Due to the efforts of the archaeological cammunity and some federal agencies,
Congress and members of the press have become more aware of the widespread
destruction of important archaeological sites. Same of this destruction
occurs on private land and cannot be stopped by federal action. However,
destruction is also occurring on Federal land in violation of several
statutes, most notably the Archaeological Resources Protection Act. This
destruction is found throughout the country although most recently, attention
has been focused on problems in the Southwest.,

The Archeological Assistance Division has been collecting information on
Federal archaeological activities for the Secretary of the Interior's report
to Congress on the Federal Archeology Program. Data on looting has been drawn
from the largest land-management agencies. In FY1985, there were over 400
reported cases of site vandalism. We can be certain however, that the
reported number is less than the true extent of the problem. For example, the
Forest Service reported nearly ten times as many incidents as the entire
Department of Defense and over twice as many as the Bureau of Land Management.
Canparison of the acreage controlled by these agecnies shows that BIM has
roughly 320 million acres and the Forest Service has approximately 191



milllion. Thus, BLM should have roughly twice the number of reported cases of
vandalism (providing that the vandalism and the sites are evenly distributed
between the two agencies). It is likely that the larger Forest Service
reporting rate is the result of more effective monitoring of sites by FS
personnel.

It is also apparent that the extent to which vandalism is being discovered and
prevented through law enforcement is rather limited. Only 15% of the 400
reported cases were discovered in time for an arrest to be made or a citation
issued. Less than half of the arrests or citations resulted in criminal
conviction and only a third of these were as felonies.

Congressional interest in looting of archaeological sites on Federal lands is
strong. Senators Bingaman and Domenici have indicated that they may have the
Subcommittee on Public Lands hold hearings on the matter. They are also
considering legislation to reduce the problem,

The Archeological Assistance Division is serving as a clearinghouse for
information on incidents of vandalism. Presently, information has been
collected on ten cases which occurred between 1981 and 1986. If you would
