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situated in a state museum with direct cu-
ratorial responsibilities for the collections in
the State Archaeological Repository. I know
I am not the only State Archaeologist with
this kind of responsibility and I would like
to hear from other State Archaeologists that
take care of collections.

"We should be seeing the final version of 36
CFR 79 (curation of federal collections) by
the end of September, 1988. This new reg-
ulation combined with the GAO study on
Problems Protecting and Preserving Federal
Archaeological Resources (GAO/RCED-88-
3, December 1987) should have major im-
pacts on repositories with federal collec-
tions. Now is an appropriate time for State
Archaeologists with curatorial responsibili-
ties to contact each other and begin devel-
oping programs that are in harmony with
the new federal regulations."

This may be an appropriate subject for a
NASA sponsored symposium in the near
future.

ABANDONED SHIPWRECK ACT PUBLIC
HEARINGS

As you all know by now, the Abandoned
Shipwreck Act of 1987 became law April
28, 1988 with the President’s signature. The
law directs the National Park Service to
prepare and publish in the Federal Register
within nine months (by January 28, 1989)
guidelines which seek to (1) maximize the
enhancement of cultural resources; (2) foster
a partnership among sport divers, fisher-
men, archaeologists, salvors, and other in-
terests to manage shipwreck resources of the
States and the United States; (3) facilitate
access and utilization by recreational inter-
ests; and (4) recognize the interests of indi-
viduals and groups engaged in shipwreck
discovery and salvage. As a means of solic-
iting public comment on the development of
the guidelines the National Park Service, in
cooperation with state sponsors, is holding
ten public meetings around the country be-
fore the end of October. So far meetings
are scheduled in Washington, D.C.; San
Francisco, California; Seattle, Washington;
Austin, Texas; and Beaufort, North Car-
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olina. Additional public meetings are in the
planning stages for Montpelier, Vermont,
Sault Ste. Marie, Michigan; New Orleans,
Louisiana; Tampa, Florida; Savannah, Geor-
gia; and Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. Written
comments are to be addressed to Dr. Bennie
C. Keel, Departmental Consulting Archaeol-
ogist, National Park Service, Department of
the Interior, P.O. Box 37127, Washington,
D.C. 20013-7127, and must be received be-
fore October 31, 1988.

Legislaiion: three field hearings were heid
on H.R. 4127 to establish the American
Heritage Trust; H.R. 3964 to establish the
National Park Review Board passed full
committee; Federal Agency Coordination:
SAA has been very successful in requesting
add-on funding in FY 1989 for cultural re-
source management by federal land manag-
ing agencies including BLM, NPS ONPS,

NATIONAL TRUST FOR HISTORIC
PRESERVATION LIBRARY

Brona Simon, State Archaeologist of Mas-
sachusetts, submitted the most recent Na-
tional Conference of State Historic Preser-
vation Officers newsletter which announces
the intent of the National Trust for Historic
Preservation Library at the University of
Maryland to serve as a depository of historic
preservation materials from the states.
NCSHPO President F. Lawrence Oaks re-
ports as follows:

"Through the efforts of several members of
the Board of Directors of the National
Conference of State Historic Preservation
Officers, the National Trust for Historic
Preservation Library at the University of
Maryland has agreed to serve as a deposi-
tory for a variety of written materials pro-
duced by the States as a part of the national
historic preservation program. Some recent
projects and proposed projects about the
history and activities of the State Historic
Preservation Officers have focused our at-
tention on the array of materials that docu-
ment the success of State programs as part
of the national program. These materials
are not widely known nor are they available
for research and/or use in building public
awareness of the States’ role in administer-
ing the national program. Although the
States regularly share newsletters, publica-
tions, and other reports with each other,
many States do not have the library capacity
for storing and using these materials. Yet
they are a rich source of information about
the program over the 20 years since the Na-
tional Historic Preservation Act of 1966 and
truly document its success.
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"Some States with collections of these mate-
rials will be transferring them to the Uni-
versity of Maryland. However we need
your cooperation in seeing that this collec-
tion is truly representative of all States’ ef-
forts. Please begin immediately to include
the National Trust for Historic Preservation
Library at the University of Maryland
(address below) on all appropriate mailing
lists of newsletters, technical publications,
annual reports, and other written materials
that record the activities of your State. We
also request that any previous publications,
reports, and back issues of newsletters be
transmitted as well. The University’s li-
brary has been collecting some of these
materials, and you may wish to inquire as to
their present collections for your State be-
fore you make a decision of what materials
to send. Please write to: Ms. Sally R. Sims,
Historic Preservation Librarian, The Na-
tional Trust for Historic Preservation Li-
brary at the University of Maryland, Ar-
chitecture Library, College Park, Maryland
20742.

"Ms. Sims is in charge of the collections at
the University of Maryland and will help
you arrange for the appropriate transmittal
documents and schedules.

"The National Conference hopes that all of
the States will cooperate in this effort to
assure that the contributions of the States to
the nation’s historic preservation program
are preserved and made available to scholars
and writers.

BYLAWS
OF THE NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF STATE ARCHAEOLOGISTS
ARTICLE I
Name

The name of this organization shall be the National Association
of State Archaeologists.

ARTICLE II
Purpose

The purpose of this Association shall be to facilitate
communication among State Archaeologists and thereby to
contribute to the conservation of cultural resources and to the
solution of problems in the profession. Consensus views of NASA
will be communicated to Governmental agencies and organizations
concerned with management of cultural resources. Ethics and
standards adopted by the Society of Professional Archaeologists
will be observed by members of NASA.

ARTICLE III
Membership

Membership in the National Association of State Archaeologists
shall be limited to the c¢ificial State Archaeologist of each
state and possession of the United States. In states and
possessions where there is no statutory State Archaeologist or
where the statutory State Archaeologist has informed NASA in
writing that he/she does not wish to to participate in NASA, an
archaeologist employed by the state may be designated by the SHPO
or, in the absence of such an appointment, by a Council of
Archaeologists to participate in NASA. Membership is limited to
one representative per state and possession. Annual dues shall
be $25.00, payable in advance on or before January 1 of each
year.

ARTICLE IV
Meetings
Section 1.

There will be one regular meeting held each year in conjunction
with the Annual Meeting of the Society for American Archaeology.

Section 2.

Members present at any annual meeting shall constitute a quorum.



Section 3.
Special meetings may be called by the President, upon the request
of seven members, with 30-day advance notification to the
membership.
ARTICLE V
Officers
The officers of the Association shall be a President, Vice-
President, Secretary-Treasurer, and Newsletter Editor. These
officers shall constitute an Executive Committee and shall
perform the duties prescribed by these bylaws and by the
parliamentary authority adopted by the Association.
ARTICLE VI
Elections
Section 1.

A. Officers shall be elected by mail ballot at 1least 30
days before a regular annual meeting to serve for a term
of two years or until their successors are elected, and
their term of office shall begin at the end of old
business at the meeting following their election.

B. A plurality vote shall constitute an election.

Section 2.

At the regular annual meeting of odd-numbered years, a Nominating
Committee of three persons shall be appointed by the President.
It shall be the duty of this committee to nominate candidates for
the offices to be filled by mail ballot, and names of two or more
persons will be placed on the ballot for each office.
ARTICLE VII

Duties of Officers
Section 1.
The President shall

a. Maintain continuity of the Association by executing the
provisions of the bylaws.

b. Preside at all Association meetings.

c. Make necessary arrangements for each Association

meeting, after the date and location have been
selected by the membership at the preceding
meeting.



Provide an agenda for each Association meeting.

Appoint committees with the assistance and approval of
the Executive Committee.

Speak for the Association as a whole when so authorized
by the membership at a meeting of the Association or in
response to a questionnaire or mail request. If an
immediate response is required from NASA, the Executive
Committee, by phone response, may authorize the
President to speak for the Association, subject to
ratification by the membership at the next annual
meeting.

Section 2.

The Vice-President shall

a. Serve in the absence of the President.
b. Act as chairman of the nominating committee.
Section 3.

The Secretary-Treasurer shall

a.

Receive dues and deposit them in an account in the name
of the Association, and shall disburse funds from this
account for publication of the Newsletter and for other
necessary Association expenses.

Maintain an up-to-date list of members and make this
list available to the membership annually.

Circulate mail ballots to the membership, compile the
results of elections, and notify newly elected officers
of the Association.

Carry on necessary correspondence as directed by the
President.

Report to the membership at every formal meeting of the
receipts, expenses, and financial conditions of the
Association. No funds from dues are to be for salaries
or otherwise to reimburse persons for time spent on
Association business.

Record the proceedings of all Association meetings.
Keep copies of all records of the Association, bylaws
and amendments, minutes of meetings, correspondence, and

business transactions.

Send notices of all meetings to members.



i. Close the books within 15 days of the end of the fiscal
year (January 1 - December 31), and present a financial
statement at the next annual meeting of the Association.

Section 4.
The Newsletter Editor shall produce and distribute a Newsletter
at least twice yearly. Additional newsletters may be issued as
needs, funds, and time allow.
ARTICLE VIII
Comnmittees
Such committees as the Association shall from time to time deem
necessary shall be appointed by the President to carry on the
work of the Association.
ARTICLE IX
Parliamentary Authority
The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of
Order Newly Revised shall govern the Association in all cases to
which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent
with these bylaws and any special rules of order the Association
may adopt.
ARTICLE X
Amendments

These bylaws can be amended by a two-thirds vote of the
Association, provided that the amendment has been submitted
through the Newsletter or by special notice to the membership
along with a mail ballot.

ARTICLE XI

Dissolution
Should this Association be dissolved by the membership at some
future time, all records of the organization and any balance in

the treasury will be conveyed to the Society for American
Archaeology for disposition.
