MINUTES
2004 Annual Meeting
Wednesday March 31, 2004
Vernier-A Room, Hotel Deltea Centre-Ville,
Montreal

(in conjunction with the Society for American Archaeology meeting)

President Tom Eubanks called the meeting to order at 1:40 PM. Eleven members were
present: Tom Eubanks (LA), John Halsey (M), David Snyder (OH), Paul Picha (ND), Faye Stocum
(DE), Brona Simon (MA), Giovanna Peebles (VT), Nick Bellantoni (CT), Dick Boisvert (NH), Beth
Pauls (IA), and Arthur Spiess (ME).

Tom thanked Hester Davis (emeritus member) and Jim Miller (emeritus member) for their
work on the newsletter and maintaining our email list serve respectively. Tom continued with his
President’s report, stating that he spoke about NASA to the United Southern and Eastern Tribes
meeting in Choctaw, MS, because the tribes are thinking about an organization similar to NASA.

Tom also reported that he had attended a USICOMOS meeting, and raised an issue for
discussion concerning the Keeper of the National Register consulting with professional archaeological
organizations about individual National Historic Landmark nominations. NASA has never been asked
for an opinion. Brona Simon commented that peer review of NHL nominations has tended to be
through an SAA Committee. Tom asked whether we should pursue the issue of NASA being a
commenting organization on NHL nominations, and gave the example of an Archaic Mounds
nomination that went back and forth between SAA and the NR for about four years. After further
discussion, Arthur Spiess made the motion that NASA should work through the SAA Landmarks
Committee, pursuing a change within SAA that would appoint at least one NASA member to the
SAA Landmarks Committee. Brona Simon seconded the motion. Voted in favor unanimously.

The Minutes from the last meeting were printed in the last newsletter. A motion was made
(Dick Boisvert) to approve them as written, seconded, and voted in favor unanimously.

Arthur Spiess delivered the Treasurer’s report, noting that NASA had $10,727.99 in assets on
January 30, 2004, an increase of $446.17 from January, 2003. We have expenses that include SAA
meeting costs, printing and mailing the newsletter, and for the first time this year (at NASA’s request)
a payment of $360 per year to U. lowa to maintain the web site. We had 28 paid-up members as of
the date of the 2004 meeting. During the discussion that followed, Spiess was requested to send a
second dues notice to those that had not paid up, point out the utility of the web site and email
listserve. Giovanna Peebles moved that the Treasurer’s report be accepted, seconded by Faye



Stocum with an amendment of a date typo in the draft report. Voted in favor unanimously. Spiess
also observed that we could do more with our money.

Under Old Business, Tom Eubanks reported that his article explaining the NASA grant
program for site protection, focusing on the Bayou Portage-Guidry project is expected to be printed
in the next issue of Common Ground, after several delays. Tom also reported a conversation with
Mark Michel of The Archaeological Conservancy asking for a truckload of gravel to help protect a
site. Mark was referred to the appropriate State Archaeologist. General discussion of the NASA Site
Conservation and Protection grants ensued. Allowable expenses include site stabilization, physical
protection, and signage. Grant decisions are made by the executive committee of NASA, consisting
of the President, Vice President, and Secretary-Treasurer, by exchange of email. There was general
agreement that a short article about the grants should be posted on our web site. Spiess raised the
issue of increasing the grant size from its current $500 limit. Dick Boisvert made a motion to raise
the grant limit to a maximum $1000, noting that amount of money would have more impact. Spiess
seconded the motion, and there was subsequent discussion about not depleting our funds, and
questions about matching funds. Spiess made a friendly amendment to the motion that there would
be no more than one grant at the maximum level of $1000 per year, and that there should be no more
than 3 grants per year. Paul Picha seconded the friendly amendment. The motion to raise the grant
maximum, with the friendly amendment limiting the number of grants was voted in favor,
unanimously.

Beth Pauls stated that she could add a short article about the grant program to the NASA web
site. Giovanna Peebles began a discussion about upgrading the web site, perhaps spending some
more money, adding frequently asked questions/answers (FAQs) and making it a hub of information
by linking to other web sites. Beth Pauls has student interns that can do some of this work, and
requested that the membership send the best archaeological web links they know, and FAQs to Beth,
and she would review them for suitability. Beth mentioned that she would send out an email to the
membership requesting input.

Under new business, Dave Snyder raised the issue of the next meeting in Salt Lake City, and
Tom Eubanks thanked Dave for pulling together the sponsored session at the Montreal SAA meeting
(which is on two unusual site types: underwater preserves and cemeteries). A general discussion
ensued, with Dave suggesting a session on site protection. Brona Simon pointed out that, in the past,
participants in NASA sponsored sessions have not necessarily been NASA members. John Halsey
suggested traditional cultural properties as a topic, and Brona pointed out the the current Sec. 106
term is “properties of religious and cultural significance.” Giovanna Peebles suggested that Dave call
some western state archaeologists with lots of Federal land in their state, and Dick Boisvert suggested
involving The Archaeological Conservancy. Tom Eubanks and others expressed strong support for
the idea of a sponsored forum at SAA, and Dave Snyder mentioned one on the National Register and
archaeology that was done several years ago.

Brona Simon reported briefly on the NCSHPO, and new perspectives on Sec 106, posted on
the NCSHPO web site. The new Chair of the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation is John Nau,
ex-chair of the Texas Historic Commission and a Civil War history buff. Tom Eubanks mentioned an
ongoing issue of the FCC (Federal Communications Commission) and Tribes, and the cell tower
industry and the “viewshed” issue. There is a programmatic agreement soon to be issued, and it
apparently will maintain the current review standards for direct impact of tower placement on



archaeological sites. After further discussion, it was agreed that we, as archaeologists, need not be all
that concerned with proposed changes in the cell tower review standards. Further discussion on Sec
106 review topics continued, leading to issues of archaeological survey.

Beth Pauls indicated that lowa was listing areas of the state that had been surveyed for
archaeology on a password-protected web site. Publicly available information on the web (in the “I-
Sites” pages) include the number of archaeological sites per section (1 square mile). She is working
on a legal contract for professional archaeologists (including CRM personnel) for access to more
detailed archaeological information on the web, with issues of a licensing fee, and password
protection. Beth would be glad to provide passwords to other State Archaeologists so that they
could view the web site. Tom Eubanks observed that in Louisiana, a legal opinion indicates that he
can charge a fee for access to information protected from freedom-of-information laws.

John Halsey reported on the Marine Protected Areas Federal Advisory Committee work, of
which he is the only member with cultural resources background. They are currently working on a
definition of cultural resources.

Faye Stocum mentioned in memoriam that Ron Thomas, the first state archaeologist in New
Jersey, had just passed away, leaving many in the mid-Atlantic and eastern states who knew and
respected him professionally.

Giovanna Peebles passed out information on Vermont’s underwater archaeological sites, and a
public education brochure on the Chittendon County bypass work by U.V.M. And Paul Picha
mentioned the purchase of a Cheyenne village site by The Archaeological Conservancy.

The meeting was adjourned at about 4:30 PM.

This year we had 37 paid members, an increase from 32 in 2003. Several members renewed after
a reminder letter from the Treasurer.
