


Minutes of the NASA Annual Meeting, Philadelphia PA
April 8, 2000

President Susan Collins called the meeting to order at 9:10 am
NEWSLETTER/LISTSERV

Susan announced that Hester Davis has agreed to be the NASA newsletter editor. Nick Bellantoni
(CT) has done the Winter 2000 issue and we are ready to transfer the reins to Hester. Hester asked
for discussion of what kinds of things should be in the newsletter, now that NASA has a listserv
communication system. Should this change the nature and/or content of the newsletter?

General discussion resulted in agreement that the newsletter should continue, if for nothing else than
to archive the minutes of the annual meeting in hard copy. Peebles and others then discussed the
useful things which could circulate through the listserv, particularly documents such as Programmatic
Agreements, MOAs, or some newly developed policy which might have some interesting ideas for
other states. Bill Green indicated that he cannot guarantee timely posting of such things on the
NASA web page, so putting these as attachments through the listserv would be better.

Some members are on the National Conference of State Historic Preservation Officers (NCSHPO)
listserve and others are not. It would be useful to have someone who DOES get the info on that list
to send the stuff that would be interesting for archeologists to the rest of us, remembering that the
NCSHPO listserve contains proprietary information meant for its members.

PREVIOUS MINUTES

Collins asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the last meeting as printed in the newsletter.
Stocum made the motion for approval, Peebles seconded, and the vote for approval was unanimous.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

This year I have been concerned with making sure that all of our various functions and offices were
full, and people were aware of each other. I spent a good deal of time making sure that arrange-
ments were made for this meeting, and getting NASA listed in various directories. Brona was very
good about insuring that NASA got listed in things like the “Encyclopedia of Associations” and other
professional groups.

I was very interested in informal communication on our listserve indicating how busy everyone is. To
a certain extent that is venting but it also represents something that has changed, I think. We’ve
always been busy, but are we feeling that suddenly we are experiencing a quantum leap in work? Is it
really out of control? Is that really a problem for us?
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GENERAL DISCUSSION OF WORK INCREASE

There followed a “venting” about the number of reviews coming in for cell towers (the eastern ver-
sion of well pads). This was also discussed at the NCSHPO meeting, and the Advisory Council
knows of the problems and has been dealing with the FCC. There seems to be confusion as to who is
responsible for notification and when - the FCC? The licensee? A consultant? Collins suggested that
perhaps a standard agreement concerning review might be useful. Stocum indicated that Massachu-
setts has a standard information checklist that Delaware has used. Peebles suggested that this check-
list be posted on the listserv.

For some states, cell towers are not as big an issue as fiber-optic cables. FCC is saying they don’t
regulate that. Is this a ditch-witch trench or a large trench down every street in every neighborhood?
Kuhn says they get notice of the fiber-optic cables because of state requirements not FCC. They may
be crossing wetlands, or a stream. In which case, Stocum said, the Corps nation-wide permit is used
and “we don’t see that at all.”

Rippeteau asked for examples of when cell towers or cable lines actually did disturb something. His
experience is that they are often in/on already disturbed areas. Snyder said that in Ohio last year out
of 2000 cell towers, 20 surveys were required, four sites found, one of which was deemed eligible. In
one case the tower was just off a prehistoric mound; Green knows of a cell tower put on a mound
thereby destroying it. In Colorado, Collins says, a problem is digital television transmission towers.
Rippeteau said perhaps we are using up our energies on things that don’t cause as much destruction
as others.

PICKING OUR BATTLES

Peebles picked up Rippeteau’s point of “picking our battles.” In Vermont she picked hydro-
relicensing as a battle to fight because it involved lots of land. How many of us do this regulatory
stuff? “Sewer lines, water lines, rural development by HUD - things really haven’t changed in 25
years.” Rippeteau said cell towers disturb small areas, but construction will continue.

Stocum wondered if there was some way to establish some kind of monetary value for noncompli-
ance. Green feels Sprint has been cooperative; perhaps an “awareness program” for the industry
would be useful. Stocum wants time to deal with EPA - that’s the battle she wants to tackle. Peebles
told of a PA she wrote to cover EPA’s revolving loan fund, but it was not signed. EPA is her battle,
too.

SECRETARY-TREASURER’S REPORT

The Secretary-Treasurer’s report is appended to these minutes [page 5].

GENERAL DISCUSSION OF THE ANTIQUITIES MARKET

Collins stated the Secretary-Treasurer Spiess forwarded Alex Barker’s article from the SA4 Bulletin
regarding the antiquities market and the SAA Committee on Ethics’ request for suggestions to fight
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what appears to be an increase in trafficking. There was dicussion regarding Internet trading. Ann
Early has been tracking Internet postings of prehistoric items from Arkansas, and she concludes that a
greater threat comes from more traditional dealers’ fairs. Peebles stated that the State of Vermont
successfully retrieved a Benedict Arnold anchor from an Ebay posting. Early observed that, for
prehistoric material, a great threat is the manufacture of fakes with fake provenience. This practice
currupts the scientific database and wastes our time.

STATE-OWNED SHIPWRECKS MANAGED BY THE NATIONAL PARK SERVICE

Michele Aubrey of the National Park Service addressed the group regarding the development of
management plans for submerged shipwrecks within National Park units. Since the states own these,
Aubrey sees state archaeologists as important partners in the drafting of agreement documents.

SECTION 106 REGULATIONS AND NEPA SUBSTITUTION

Carol Gleichman of the Advisory Council presented a workshop on the new Section 106 regulations,
with special emphasis on the new provisions for combining NEPA with 106. Due to the lively discus-
sion that ensured, her notes were set aside in favor of more active interactions. There are no com-
pleted projects that have combined the two processes, but both the USDA Forest Service and FERC
have notified the Council that they wish to pursue this route.

FINAL BUSINESS

1. Bill Green would be delighted if there was someone else who wanted to take on the job of the
NASA web site.

2. Simon is chair of the SAA’s Government Affairs Committee and she made the following report:

The GAC has been directed to take an active role in supporting legislative initiatives at the state
and local level. We want to hear from the bottom up what is going on in your state or local
governments that would benefit from having a letter or phone call made through the SAA’s
lobbying system to help get it passed. There will be a hot-line through the SAA Web site, but
people should send an email to Donald Craib and/or to Simon to work on any needs.

A second area of activity is the Farm Bill. The GAC has taken on the task of working on a new
Farm Bill to include incentives for farmers to not plow down and destroy archaeological sites as
part of their farming practices. This is going to come up in 2002, so we have two years to get
support for this.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:00

Narrative

Arthur Spiess took over the duties of treasurer effective in July of 1999, establishing a
checking account with KeyBank in Augusta, Maine, and receiving a transfer of funds from SunTrust,
Tallahassee FL in early August. We had 33 memberships paid in 1999, including Puerto Rico, Guam,
and 31 states. In January, 2000, Spiess took $7000 from the NASA checking account and deposited it
in a 6 month business certificate of deposit, earning approximately 5.5% interest, which will increase
NASA interest income to about $400 per year. The 6 month term gives us some flexibility if we
need funds to a project.  We have approximately $1300 in the checking account in January, 2000.

NASA AWARDS
SITE PROTECTION EMERGENCY GRANT

At the request of Robert Kuhn, State Archeologist of New York, NASA awarded a grant of $500
to the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation, and Historic Preservation for stabilization of the
Swarthout site. This is an Iroquoian village and burial ground and represents a cultural group that had
disappeared by the time of European contact. It is known today only as the Jefferson County Iroquoians.
Mining in the area had caused significant erosion at the site. The grant was used to bring “clean fill in to
cover the [eroded] area, seed the area to establish a sod cover, and fence off the area to keep livestock
from pasturing in this area and digging it up.”

Although these NASA grants are usually limited to $325, the Executive Committee felt the need
was appropriate and divided the request into two grants. Because there is a total of $1000 budgeted for
these grants, there is still $500 left for further grants this fiscal year.

A REMINDER ABOUT NASA SITE PROTECTION EMERGENCY GRANTS

In 1997, the NASA Executive Committee created a budgeted item of $1000 to provide emer-
gency grants which can quickly and easily be funded to solve immediate problems where normal funding
sources are ineffective or too time consuming for the situation. The following guidelines were agreed
upon:

1. Application would be by letter or simple one page form, sent by or approved by the State
Archeologist and forwarded to the NASA Executive Committee for approval.

2. If the Executive Committee approves, a check can be sent immediately.
3. Funds are NOT to be used for normal data recovery or excavation.

4. Matching contributions of time and money are encouraged (and if available should be men-
tioned in the application letter), but are not necessary.

5. Applicants or others can also donate to this fund at any time.

6. The grant program is to be reviewed periodically to see whether it should be changed, contin-
ued, or abandoned.

Two Grants were made in 1997 for $325 each:

1. To Friends of the Texas Historical Commission, Inc, for protection of the Polvo State Archeological
Landmark. Funds were used to assist the private landowner in putting up a 5-strand barbed wire fence to
restrict access to the site, and construction of two signs, one in Spanish and one in English.

2. To Florida Wetlands Bank for protection of the Buzzards Roost Site. Funds were used to assist in
removal and reburial of human remains exposed in roots of exotic vegetation scheduled for removal.
