











VIII. State Reports

A. South Carolina: Trammg divers in underwater archaeology to have them protect their local sites. They
are also introducing underwater heritage tralls :

At this pomt Jon Leader (South Carolina) presented a very interesting sllde show and discussion of the
raising, excavation and preservation of the Hunley.

B.M akDudzk Minnesota) reported on the move to eliminate the office of State Archaeologist in Minne-
sota. There is pressure from Gov. Ventura’s people to either eliminate the office or have it survive only by fee
for service. He is not sure that his position will continue for much longer. He does, however, have some

support in the legislature.
C. Brona Simon (Massachusetts) reported on recent actions of the SAA Government A ffairs committee. Lynn

Sebastian is now chair of that committee. There is general agreement that the SAA should get a 106, non-
academic archaeologlst on the ACHP. }

The Farm Bill is up for reauthorization in 2002. SAA is trymg to get some mention of saving cultural
resources. Curiously, there is also no archaeology mentioned in the Heritage Area bill. SAA wishes to remedy

that situation.

D. Connecticut: State Cultural Heritage bill was submitted again this year. Part of it is a hotel tax with the
proceeds going to promotion of tourism. As much as $800,000 might go to archaeology as it is linked to
tourism. There are serious complamts from small developers about the cost of phase ITI mitigation of archaeo-

logical sites. Costing as much as $40,000.

E. Michigan: claims all shipwrecks i in adjacent Great Lakes and rivers. They are getting gifts of looted
artifacts and their curation space is running out. Shlp anchors are a particular problem.

Keweenaw (?) Natlonal Historic Park is location of raw copper. Not developed as archaeologically
important, but they hope to change that. There is also a new National Marine Sanctuary in Lake Huron All
within state waters with joint federal and state management.

"Their agency was part of the Department of State, but now moving to the Department of History,
Archaeology and Cultural Resources. There are record low water levels in the Great Lakes.. Shipwrecks are

starting to show up.

F. Louisiana: They are working with Federal tribes in the development of an ARPA workshop for Tribes and
Federal Agencies. They are seeking to increase the state penalties to the ARPA levels.

PACHAUG FOREST ARTIFACT HOAX!

In 1997, the Connecticut Office of State Archaeology was notified of a possible precontact Native Ameri-
can site discovered by a hunter in Pachaug Forest State Park, Voluntown, CT. One of the responsibilities of our
office is the preservation of archaeological sites on state land, so we were anxious to verify the site for the state’s
cultural resource inventory. Field review concurred that an outcropping of bedrock forming a natural ledge
possessed a high sensitivity for a prehistoric Native American campsite. Initially, our thoughts were to record the
information and conserve the site for future testing. However, increased phone calls to our office suggested that
many people were aware of the site and our concerns turned toward the threat of vandalism. Hence, a decision

was made to conduct test excavations.

Shovel-dug test pits located a precontact Native American campsite with associated artifacts dating to the
Late Archaic. Artifacts included projectile points, aboriginal ceramic sherds, and charcoal from an ancient hearth,
indicating hunter-gatherers activities. Obviously, this portion of the site was consistent with cultural patterns
demonstrated at other archaeological sites in eastern Connecticut. Test excavations at another area of the rock
outcroppmg, however, located artifact assemblages yielding an unusual collection of matenals mcludmg aclay
‘trumpet pipe (Iroquoian style), copper beads, and a stone pendant. At this point, we became extremely skeptical
concerning the authenticity of this amhaeologlcal site due to soil contexts and the typ&s of artifacts recovered. We
immediately ceased excavation to analyze the data recovered.

Subsequent laboratory analysis, including a thermoluminence date on the ceramic pipe, yielded a date of
1,000 years ago for the area‘of the new discovery. As a result, we wanted to be sure we were not ignoring a
potentially significant archacological resource and prepared to conduct more extensive excavations in the summer
of 2000. At that time, we unearthed a second complex of six small features (12-15cm in diameter) containing
elaborate animal-effigy stone pipes and pendants, large amounts of copper beads and ornaments, and charcoal

deposits radiocarbon dated to 3,400 years ago.

The scientific evidence from field excavations to laboratory analyses suggests that the site is a hoax.
Problems were quite obvious from the beginning: 1) there was no soil deposited over the features (quartz cobbles
overlay each feature and were exposed under the leaf matter); 2) root systems were cut at’ each of the artifact
feature linings, 3) soil coloration showed no organic decomposition within the features though they appeaned inthe
A Horizon, and, 4) two modern oak leaves were recovered from the feature linings embedded into the soil (10 cm.

depth).

In the laboratory, problems persisted. The stone pipes and pendants were examined under microscopic
analysis, clearly demonstrating that surface scar marks indicated patterns of machine manufacturing. Evidence of
modern drills and rotors left tell-tale scars visible under the high-powered microscope. In addition, X-ray analy-
ses of the stone pipes showed that each of the bore holes along the stem were exactly 3/16ths of an inch through-
out. When we conducted similar X-rays on authentic Indian stone pipes, the bore diameters were tapered in

almost every case.

The archaeological field context and laboratory work to date strongly suggest that the site is of recent
origin. Though disruptive of our time and energy, it is important for archaeologists to discern the truth and expose
fraud when it is perpetrated. Motive appears to be development of a New Age, Native American shamanistic cult.
Not something we would expect in Connecticut, the Land of Steady Habits!



NASA EMERGENCY GRANT TO LOUISIANA

In the fall of 2000, Tom Eubanks, State Archeologist in Louisiana;requested $500 from NASA’s
Site Protection Emergency Grant funds for “limited research, earthwork stabilization and restoration,
~and fencing at the Bayou Portage Guidry Mound site (16SM38). This was approved, and the $500
was matched with a check for $500 from the Chitimacha Tribe of Louisiana. The University of
Louisiana at Lafayette (ULL) provided over $1000 of in-kind services. The Chitimacha also provided
a “bobcat” front-end loader and driver to help move dirt. The following information (and presumably

Bayou Portage Guidry is a multiple-mound site in St. Martin Parish. There are at least six
earthen mounds, including four paired mounds that appear to be connected by low ramps on the east
and west sides of a central plaza. The large mound (A) is approximately 4 meters higher than the
surrounding terrain. The site is associated with early Plaquemine culture of the Mississippian period
(ca. AD 1000-1700) but may also include an earlier Coles Creek component. Plaquemine culture in
the region is likely affiliated with the historic Chitimacha, but is still poorly understood. Pot hunters,
off-road vehicles, and erosion have adversely impacted the:site, especially the mounds. Mound A has
been severely damaged as a result of recurring off-road vehicle use and erosion. Several of the off-
road trails have developed into deep gullies through repeated recreational use and eroswn POI’thIlS

of the mound have been denuded of vegetation.

The site was recorded nearly three decades ago and has been the focus of limited investigations
since the 1980s. The ULL Winter Intersession 2001-2002 Archaeological Field School, under the
direction of Dr. Mark Rees, had three goals for work at the site: 1) site survey, mapping, and assess-
ment, 2) limited test excavations, and 3) site stabilization and preservation. Small test units (50-x50
cm) at 20 m grid intervals provided information on the horizontal and vertical distributions of artifacts
and cultural features as well as helping determine the site boundaries. Systematic shovel testing
produced well-provenienced temporally diagnostic artifacts from controlled subsurface coﬁtéxts.

Site stablilization and preservation represented a unique opportumty for combining the goals of
archaeologlcal conservation and education for the Field School. The main conservation objective was
to halt the ongoing erosion and rap1d deterioration of Mound A to prevent its further destruction.

This included the use of clean soil to fill gullies, biodegradable landscape fabrics to inhibit erosion and
allow for subsequent plant growth, the obstruction of paths created by the off-road vehicles, and
regular site monitoring. The construction of a barbed wire fence will restrict access to Mound A. A
long-term conservation plan is also being developed.

Tom’s latest message says: The large trench/4 wheel trail through Mound A is filled, capped,
and planted. A fence has also been installed around the flanks of the mound and the site has been

posted.
